Notes to the Accounts

(i)
In spite of the 50% rise in the Annual Subscription, a good number of 
SACREs had already paid by the end of 2005.

(ii)
In total, 135 SACREs paid the Annual Subscription for 2004/5.

(iii) 
A possible further 30 fees at £60 may be receivable.

(iv)
This figure represents a serious increase in our costs, due partly to a 
general increase in rail fares, and partly to the increasing need for 
officers and representatives to travel on NASACRE business outside 
the regular Executive meetings
(v)
The pattern of payment of subscriptions to other bodies looks erratic, 
but we customarily subscribe yearly to the RE Council and the Inter 
Faith Network.  We also subscribe to EFTRE – the European 
Federation of Teachers of RE, but the most recent payment was made 
just after the end of 2005.

(vi)
This is a one-off fee to set up the NASACRE website.  Further fees for 
maintenance and upgrading would need new authorisation.

(vii)
This is a new item, but will now be ongoing.  The cost of each edition, 
including postage, is around £1600.   The figure given includes the cost 
of three editions plus part of a fourth.

(viii)
This payment was made in advance of NASACRE receiving the agreed 
grant from The Westhill Foundation for the NASACRE Awards 2005/6.

(ix)
Leaving out the payment to Portsmouth SACRE, the excess of income 


over expenditure for the year would be over £3,300.  This is the last 
year of plenty! 

(x)
During the year, The Executive Committee agreed to close the Deposit 
Account, which was earning very little interest, and to add the money to 
the current account.  The end-of-year closing balance is therefore that 
of the combined accounts.
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
